His 
theatrical work is performed extensively across the United States and 
around the world. For his play, Doubt, he received both the 2005 Tony 
Award® for Best Play and the Pulitzer Prize for Drama. In the arena of 
screenwriting, he has ten films to his credit, most recently Wild Mountain 
Thyme, with Emily Blunt, Jamie Dornan, and Christopher Walken. His film 
of Doubt, with Meryl Streep, Philip Seymour Hoffman, Amy Adams, and 
Viola Davis, which he also directed, was nominated for five Academy 
Awards, including Best Adapted Screenplay. Other films include Five 
Corners (Special Jury Prize, Barcelona Film Festival), Alive, Joe Versus the 
Volcano (which he also directed), and Live From Baghdad for HBO (Emmy 
nomination for Outstanding Writing for a Limited or Anthology Series or 
Movie). For his script of Moonstruck he received both the Writers Guild of 
America Award and an Academy Award for Best Original Screenplay. In 
2009, the Writers Guild of America awarded Mr. Shanley the Lifetime 
Achievement In Writing.
